iy Surface water

The surface water flood risk is MEDIUM for today (Friday) and Saturday.
Significant surface water flooding impacts are probable in south Wales (Area A of Specific Areas of Concern Map 1) today (Friday)
and Saturday. This is due to prolonged, heavy rainfall and strong winds, which may lead to wind blown debris blocking drains.

Significant surface water flooding impacts are possible elsewhere in Wales and western parts of England - see areas B, C, D and E.

Elsewhere in central, south-west and north England today and Saturday local minor surface water impacts are possible but not
expected.

iﬂ Rivers

The river flood risk is MEDIUM for today (Friday) and Saturday.

Significant river flooding impacts are probable in south Wales (Area A of Specific Areas of Concern Map 1) today (Friday) and
Saturday due to prolonged, heavy rainfall. Significant river flooding impacts are possible elsewhere in Wales and western parts of
England - see Areas B and C.

On Friday and Saturday, minor river flooding impacts are probable in Area D. In Area E minor river flooding impacts are possible on
Friday, and probable on Saturday. On Saturday, minor river flooding impacts are probable in Area F. See Specific Areas of Concern
Map 1. Minor river flooding impacts are also possible but not expected in other parts of central and northern England on Friday and
Saturday.

Ongoing minor river flooding may continue into Sunday in south Wales (Area K in Specific Areas of Concern Map 3).

0 Coastal/Tidal

The overall coastal/tidal flood risk is LOW for Friday.

On Friday a combination of large waves, strong winds and a large surge means that localised minor flooding impacts are probable
around the coast of south Wales (Coastline G on Areas of Concern Map 2).

Also on Friday, along the coasts of west Wales, south-west England, and the Wye estuary localised minor impacts are possible
(Coastlines H and | on Areas of Concern Map 2), and are possible but not expected for the Lancashire coastline. Minor coastal
impacts are possible on Friday and Saturday for the west Dorset coast (coastline J on Area of Concern Map 2).

The groundwater flood risk is VERY LOW for the next five days.
