Assessment of flood risk

iy Surface water

The surface water flood risk is LOW.

Significant surface water flooding impacts are possible but not expected in parts of northern England on Sunday. This is due to the
potential for heavy showers or periods of heavy rain.

Minor surface water flooding impacts are possible but not expected in parts of western England and Wales both today and on
Saturday and also across Wales and most parts of England on Tuesday.

iﬂ Rivers

The river flood risk is LOW.

The ongoing situation at Toddbrook Reservoir is being managed by the relevant agencies to minimise the risk of flooding and has not
been specifically shown on this product.

Minor river flooding impacts are possible in parts of northern England on Sunday. This is due to the potential for heavy showers or
periods of heavy rain. Catchments that have seen flooding over recent days are likely to be most susceptible to impacts.

Minor river flooding impacts are possible but not expected in parts of western England and Wales today and on Saturday.

o Coastal/Tidal

The coastal/tidal flood risk is VERY LOW for the next five days, despite a period of spring tides peaking over the weekend.

'#' Groundwater

The groundwater flood risk is VERY LOW for the next five days.
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Flood risk matrix
