The overall river flood risk is LOW.

Significant river flooding impacts are possible for parts of the north of England and the north of Wales today (Friday) and on
Saturday. Minor river flooding impacts are also probable more widely across the north of England, and are possible across Wales.
This is due to heavy rain falling on very sensitive river catchments.

Significant river flooding impacts are possible in parts of northern England on Monday and are possible but not expected in parts of
Wales. Minor impacts are probable more widely in the north of England, and are possible elsewhere. This is due to heavy rain

combining with melting snow.

Ongoing river impacts are possible at times through the next five days (see AOC maps 2 and 4).

The overall surface water flood risk is LOW.

Significant surface water flooding impacts are possible across parts of the north of England and the north of Wales today (Friday) and
Saturday. Minor surface water flooding impacts are probable more widely across the north of England, and are possible across much
of Wales. Minor surface water flooding impacts are also probable in the south of Wales on Sunday. This is due to heavy rain falling on
saturated ground.

Minor impacts are probable across the north of England on Monday, and are possible in parts of the north of Wales and central
England on Monday.

"' Groundwater

The groundwater flood risk is LOW for the next five days.

Minor groundwater flooding impacts are expected in parts of the south of England for at least the next five days. Groundwater levels
also remain high in parts of North Lincolnshire, although impacts are currently minimal here.

0 Coastal/Tidal

The coastal/tidal flood risk is VERY LOW for the next five days.

Large waves and strong winds will affect some coasts at times but only minimal impacts are expected.
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6-10 day forecast

Further inland flooding impacts are possible, as the outlook remains unsettled.
